The Herald R. Holding Memorial Scholarship
Offered through the Pikes Peak Chapter of
Construction Specifications Institute (CSI)

This award is established through the Pikes Peak Community College Foundation in memory 		
of Herald R. Holding, an architect and past president of the Pikes Peak Chapter of Construction 
Specifications Institute (CSI). Herald Holding’s life and work epitomized the character of 
leadership through service to the community. This award is established to recognize the same 
qualities in a current student enrolled in the Architecture and Construction Technology Program or 
the Interior Design Program at Pikes Peak Community College.

Selection of the recipient for the Herald R. Holding Memorial Scholarship will be done under the 
following guidelines:

•	 The scholarship will be designated for a current student who will be entering their second 
year of study in the Fall Semester, 2009 or who will be graduating from the Architectural and 
Construction Technology Program or the Interior Design Program this spring. Applicants must 
have a grade point average of at least 3.0 and must attach a recent transcript to the application.

•	 Applicants must write an essay of not less than 500 words on how members of the construction 
or interior design industry can and should benefit and provide service to the community at large.

•	 Applicants must submit a Scholarship Reference Form from an instructor in the Architectural 
and Construction Technology Program or the Interior Design Program at PPCC.

•	 The Chapter president shall notify the winning applicant no later than 15 days after the 
application deadline. The winner shall receive an engraved Award of Merit and Recognition as 
winner of the Herald R. Holding Memorial Scholarship at the Annual Chapter Awards Banquet 
in June. (A guest may attend the banquet with the scholarship recipient.)

•	 The recipient will also receive a $1,000 scholarship that he/she can use at their discretion.

•	 Deadline for submittal of Application, Transcript, Scholarship Reference Form, and Essay: 
April 30th.
